17, 19, Canonet QL 17, 18, and Canaonet 28. By simply
attaching the Canalite D, the camera, whils set at AUTO,
i3 wwitched over 10 the sutomatic flesh control circuit,
and the proper (/stop corresponding o the shooting
digtance @ sutomatically set. There s absolutely no
necessity for worrying sbout guide numbers, The charged
voltage lével is transmitied to the meter circuit even
before it |s fully charged. Therefore, proper exposure is
obtained anytime after the pilot leamp lights up. As the
Canon color tempeamture correcting diffuser is built into
the Hash window, the color balance is perfect

(1] When the Canolite D has not been used for & long
period of time or when using it for the first time, i
may take time until the pilot lamp lHghts uwp.

{2} When shooting in 8 room with little reflection or
outside at night with no other lighting availalale, slow
down the ASA film speed by one stage.

{3} When the Conolite D is to be used o3 on ouxiliory
light, svoid using it with a light souree of a differant
color temperature, for example, ungsten-type flood-
lamp, ate.

{4) When replacing batteries, replace the two batteries
simultaneocusly .,

(5) Take out the batteries when the Cenolite D is not to
b used for a long period of time.

(6] Avoid using the Canolite D in temperatures of over
40°C (104" F). Bear in mind that battery afficiency
decreases when used in low temperatures balow
—-10°C (14°F).
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How to Use

1. Loading Batteries

(1) Sat tha switch at OFF

Hemove the batiery chambar cover by
pulling it in the direction of the armow,
Load two 1.8V alkaline AA batterres
gguivalent 1© tha Mallory Mn-1500,
Eveready ES1 or Burpes AL-S—as ifch-
cated by the disgram inside the batiary
chamber. Ba careful not t0 mMistake tha
direction of the poles.

To attach the battery chambar covar,
press it in the direction of the armow.,

By just attaching Canolite D, proper sx-
posures con be obtained with the Canonel
goriet of cameras, EX AUTO and Canodate
E, just 2 in EE photography. Az in EE
photography, keop the aperture ring. $=t af
ALITO,

- Shuiter spoeds can be selected on some
camiaras while on others they cannol.

With the Canonet series of cameras,
ordinary EE photography = possible
sven when the Canalite D = attached
o the camara, f thae flanh mariteh i st
at OFF. In the case of tha EX AUTO,
st the switch of the Canclite D at
OFF and of the camiéra at EE.

in the case of the Canodate E. fash
photsgraphy s —BE—photography —is
autcmatically selacted according 1o the
brightness of the subject.

4. Switch ON

The cherging of the Canolite D starts when
the switch is sat at ON, The pilot lamp lights
up approximately eight seconds later, which
maang the Canolite D i ready for oparation.

* To keep batiery conmumption o a
minimum, keep the switch a1 OFF
whan not shooting.

6. Shooting

Turn the focusing lever ol the camera and
focus while looking through the viewTinder,
if the sxposure indicator is within the
proper exXposune rangs, & properly expossd
picture can be obtained by just pressing the
shutter relesse b thon, Proged 8 paoiing can-
not be obiasined if the shooting distance is
not correct. In this cme, drow closer tO or
retreal farther away from the subject so
that the indicator moves into the propes
X OSUTE ranga.,

6. Pilot Lamp and Exposurs Indicator
When the pilot lamp lights up and the
Canolite D i3 ready for use, the indica-
tor inside the wiewlinder simultanecusly
moved into the proper exXposuns range.
Tharefomn, the completion of prepargtions
for the flash can slso be confirmed ngads
the viewfinder, The position of the indlcator
changes sccording to the charging condi-
tions, but shooting is possible whenever the
indicator B inside the proper Baxposure
Farnge.
*  Replace tha batweries if it takes more
than 30 seconds for the pllot lamp 1o
light up after setting the switch at ON.

7. Use the Canolite D when tha Shutter

Spead 1 1/30 sec. or Slower
Even when the meter needle is within the
proper gxposure range under ordinary EE
photography, the shutter speed is usually
1/30 sec. or slower when shooting indoors,
in the dark or sarly moming In thess
cases, there i the possibility of obtsining
blurmed pictures with hand-held shaoting,
and it B diffioult w completely catch
fast-moving subjects. Therefore, under such
conditions, it & recommended 1o attach the
Canclite D and switch over to alectronic
flazsh photography o obtain sharp snd claar
PICTU rEs.
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
