(Match-the.needle type)

1. ASA Film Speed Setting.

The ASA film speed scole is shown al
the bottom of the shulter speed dial
Determine the speed of the Hilm you are
wsing, then set the ASA lever to the
proper numbered film speed on the ASA
scale.

IMPORTANT

ASA numbers are marked &, 12, 25, 50, 100, 200, 400, B0O, in black
on the dial.

The red color marks beside the ASA numbers 12, 25, and 50, indicate
ASA speeds 10, 32, and &4 respectively.

When using a heavily tinted color filter, it is best to reduce the ASA
speed to allow more exposure time. For instence, if the film speed
is ASA 100 ond a deep green filter is being vs®d, the film speed
should be set at 20 since such o filter usvally needs twice as much
exposure time as would be needed without the fiiter.
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2. To Match The Needle on the Exposure Dial.

and not to the lens opening. Proper exposure will be
had when the correct lens opening and shutter speed

are determinad,

If the shutter speed is selected first, cim the
camera at the subject and you can read the proper
lens opening figure on the exposure meter dial
at the point where ihe needle matches the lens
opening figure, |f the meter needle indicates no
corresponding figure on the exposure meter dial,
you must then select another shutter speed af
which the exposure meter needle will match the

lens opening figure.

If the lens opening is selected first, set the lens
opening dial to the desired figure at the black dot
on the lens opening ring. Aim the comera ot the
subject and try to exclude extroneocus light [ie,,
excessive sunlight, for example}

Turn the shutter spead diol until the pre.determined
lens opening figure oppe=ars opposite to the meter
needle on the exposure meler dial. The shutter
speed is then outomatically set and you con shoot
a perfect picture. If the lens opening figure will
not match the neadle at any point, a different lens

opening must be selected.

20 Depth of Field Scale

Between the focusing ring ond shutter speed diel on the Normal ond Wide Angle
Lenses, and between the focusing ring and f/stop dial on the Telepholo Lens is found
the DEPTH OF FIELD SCALE. On the scale are 2 sets of identical numbers, referring
to the f s1op being vsed.  These numbers hove engroved lines pointing to the focus-
ing ring. If you ore using f 11, for example, follow the lines thot go from the 2
“11's." Whotever appears between these 2 lines on the focusing ring will be in

sharp clear focus. |f you are using f'8, simply follow the lines from the 2 "8&'s
that go to the focusing ring.

Shorter focal length lenses give greater depth of field. The farther awoy you cre
focused, the greater the depth of field. The smaoller the f stop, the greater the depth
of field. Therefare, if you require a lerger area of the subject to be absolutely
shorp, use a smaller f stop. (The smaller the f'stop, the larger the f number.)

With the fine ZUIKO LENSES found on the QOlympus Ace-E regardless of your fistop

or distance, whatever you are properly focused on will be needie sharp.
